Technical Assistance

As part of our commitment to our grantees, Knight Foundation offers technical assistance
to help these organizations pursue their missions successfully. Providing this support is
congruent with Knight’s strategic plan assertion of partnership with our grantees and
communities. Knight Foundation established the Technical Assistance Network in 2004
1o be a strategic deployment of payout dollars to assist current and potential grantees in
various areas of program operation and capacity development. It provides grantees with
the opportunity to gain valuable information and assistance that they otherwise may not
be able to access. Because technical assistance aims to build organizational capacity in
one or more areas, its provision not only increases the likelihood of successful grants, but
also successful organizations.

Free Press Initiafive

Working with the Center for Survey Research and Analysis at the Umiversity of
Connecticut, we completed seven separate surveys to students, faculty and administrators
at a representative sample of high school across the country in order to determine the
levels of awareness and appreciation of press freedoms held by students, faculty and
administrators. Among other things, the research showed that participation in student
media programs resulted in a greater appreciation of those rights. It is especially
important to have this data now at a time when high schools across the country are
undergoing significant self-analysis brought on by funding pressures. Findings from the
survey were released in January of 2005 and were widely reported nationally, as the key
findings showed that nearly three-quarters of America’s high school students did not
know about or care about the First Amendment. The study, which covered more than 500
schools and 100,000 students, is unprecedented in its scope. We plan additional releases
of findings over the next two years, and expect this to make a substantial contribution not
only to the academic literature but also to the Knight Foundation’s broader purposes as it
works with its Journalism Advisory Committee, grantees and others to optimally use its
high school initiative resources. Findings also are being distributed to schools via
programmatic tools for their websites, educators, foundations and the field at large.

Magic of Music

In 2004, our work in Magic of Music, the foundation’s symphony orchestra initiative,
represented research and dissemination beyond the foundation’s grant programs. We
published and disseminated information in various ways, convened grantees to facilitate
cross pollination of best practices, conducted seminars and supported extensive technical
assistance intended to help nonprofits improve their programs and attract larger
audiences. QOur partners included Wolf Keens, Audience Insight and Phiiliber Research
Associates.

Knight Commission on Intercollegiate Athletics

The Knight Commission on Intercollegiate Athletics in 2004 conducted and disseminated
research on intercollegiate athletics and graduation rates in 2004, The commission
convened college presidents, administrators, coaches and other stakeholders during the
year, conducting fact-finding for upcoming reports to the field. The resulting media
coverage of the meetings and research continued to document and inform the NCAA’s
efforts to ensure that 1) college presidents are fully in charge of their sports programs,
and, 2) progress would be made toward requiring that minimum graduation rates will be
in place, with penalties for noncompliance in major sports programs
